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AU-TWAS Young Scientists National Award
recognizing the scientific achievements of young researchers working and living in Africa
sponsored by the African Union and TWAS, the academy of sciences for the developing world

Participating African countries will select two winners each year, one in each of:

· Life and  Earth Sciences; and

· Basic Sciences, Technology and Innovation.

Each award carries a US$ 5,000 cash prize
Aim

· The AU-TWAS Young Scientist National Award which is open to both male and female young researchers is designed to recognize the scientific achievements of young researchers working and living in Africa and to encourage them to continue to strive for excellence in their scientific careers.

Eligibility

· Candidates should be no older than forty years of age on 31 December of the year of the award.

· Only candidates from the AU and TWAS’s national partners’ country who have lived and worked there for at least the previous 3 years will be considered.

· Candidates should hold at least a Master's degree and have a good record of research publications.
Procedure
· The AU and TWAS collaborate with national academies of sciences and/or research councils in Africa under the supervision of national Ministries of Science and Technology to enable them to institute a scheme of TWAS awards for young scientists in their respective countries.
· African national academies of sciences and/or research councils, under the supervision of Ministries of Science and Technology in their respective countries, are responsible for managing the programme, i.e. advertising the programme, receiving and vetting nominations and recommending their selection to TWAS and the AU for final approval.

· For each award, AU and TWAS make available a yearly amount of up to US$5,000 as prize money.

· In addition to the cash award, the winners will also receive a certificate.

· The deadline to receive nominations is Africa Scientific Renaissance day: 30 June each year.

· Participating national organizations will organize a prize ceremony hosted by the Ministry of Science and Technology in their respective Member States on African Union Day, 9 September of each year.
